Memorable in that Moco and Fi-Lo Radio were very first showcased, appeared and reviewed in Manchester at CHAIRSMISSING and that Fi-Lo joined Oceansize and Amplifier in inking major record deals, after continued coverage, CM gigs and our unique capacity busting showcases (350 punters rammed in, in 2001) at In The City.





Fitting that as Manchester is now inundated with themed, organised live nights that the job seems done, that the 3rd anniversary of the event should see CM ZERO bid farewell for now, to the name that made alt.rock credible once more in the city.





No less fitting that its also the ROADHOUSE’s  10th anniversary and what better way than to celebrate the almost symbiotic relationship between CM and the venue.  For the final series, three Fridays in September will see three major CM acts headline.





Oceansize have slated in the 5th September as part of their official national tour, which will promote their debut album on Beggars Banquet. Amplifier have also lasted the 19th September in as part of their official UK tour which also sees their first album on Music For Nations gain worldwide release. Final Fi-Lo Radio see us out on the 26th September as their Universal publishing deal sees a second release on Double Dragon hopefully back up their last Indie Chart Top Twenty success.

Chairsmissing is Manchester’s original and longest running current alt.event. Pre-dating even its current “club” bedfellows, it set the stakes for alternative guitar underground nights.





Most people may flick open a music or style mag and see many other events  touted as “ best night ”  - we like to keep our heads focused on what we do best, which is presenting a platform, with our full support, for largely unknown artists that we feel deserve to be heard  - to us the bands come first and the publicity about how cool the night is comes afterwards - we also insist on making the event something special – with the very best soundsystem and engineers in Manchester (Roadhouse /  Noisebox) we ensure that there’s plenty of promotion, including free sample CDs for the first 50 in – (so far over a 1000 sampler Cds have been issued, many of them with collectable exclusive tracks).





Oceansize, Moco, Fi-Lo Radio and many other bands (including Amplifier, Jackie O, Transelement, Tsuji Giri, The Obsession, The Sonar Yen, Lorimer, Pinhole) were a&r’d and discovered by the sister website manchestermusic.co.uk and promoted heavily through CHAIRSMISSING – thrusting them into the success that they enjoy today.  A track record which we are proud of and its been an honour to document their progress.

We were really lucky in 1999. We had a passion for Manchester and we had and even lustier passion for music. We’d been there and tried to do it with little success, experiencing every pitfall that is potentially a bands worst nightmare. The worst barriers are those put in place by your peers and by those who reside right beside you. ManchesterMusic.Co.Uk was determined to remove those barriers and in 2000 we decided to just work with an obvious formula. Good bands, with a themed night, like minded acts and sounds and a close working promotion with the bands. We even gave away free records and maintained a customer friendly door price. The ethos is that each band is required to support every other band regardless of stage time and that the whole point is that this is about a sustainable music scene, good music and making sure taste and sincere effort overcomes a punter-number door policy.  





We think it worked, because we couldn’t believe that we were the first and in our minds still remain the best. Maybe a victim of our success, the very music, ethics, style and approach,  that we in turn Xeroxed from the late 70’s days of Factory, Rough Trade and latterly Creation, can all be seen to some degree or another in most alternative nights in the City in 2003.





Just when we thought that the world wouldn’t listen, a significant number of CM bands began to get NME reviews, National coverage and even publishing and record deals. In 2002 we decided that CM had to be laid to rest. We can’t say for ever, because who knows, in the dim, but not too distant future, Manchester may once again need a massive kick up the  backside and we’ll be there – older for sure but wiser all the same. So for now, It’s Chairmissing Au Revoir Mon amour….
